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The course is to enable students with the ability to understand the theories,
principles, standards, and tools behind the organization of information, with
special emphasis on understanding the function of catalogs, indexes,
cataloging format, authority control, etc. Emphasis will also focus on the
competencies needed to do basic cataloging.
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
