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Based on the schema of communication according to R, Jacobson, this course
is designed to initiate sensibility to the reading of literary texts. Taking as
point of departure the poetry of Baudelaire and the novel of Zola (texts
about “voyage” as theme), we will discuss how the six factors including
author, reader, message, language codes, material channel and context or
reference affect the mode of communication. The problematic to be
formulated and discussed in the class will be centered around the
“necessity’ of literature (and importance of the Humanities in general) in our
society today.
