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This seminar shall be conducted in an interactive learning environment,
emphasizing practice and usage of students' skills in expression and
communication in German. Students are expected to apply and enhance their
German vocabulary, sentence construction and grammatical skills in a lively,
spontaneous manner, This will be accomplished through a variety of
situational scenarios, games and role playing, completing the corresponding
course material and learning themes.
