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The learners will be separated into groups to carry out specific works, In
order to learn the way of cooperation with others, the learners have to do
additional works (for instance, materials investigation and reports writing)
other than the class. In addition, the class can be formed as a
Japanese-similar environment by asking the Japanese broad students (short
term broad students) to join together with learners, thus those learners can
study the Japanese thinking and behavior,
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
