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This course can be properly characterized by its dual and interactive
purposes — to enhance the students’ reading skills, on the one hand, and to
involve the students, on the other, in a critical thinking about cultural/social
issues and questions that relate to aspects of their life that they might
easily gloss over mindlessly.

Debt,” “Sexual Politics,” “Racial Stereotyping,” “Fashion and Flesh,” “Celebrity
and Our Fifteen Minutes of Fame,” “Family in Flux,” and “The American
University System’ etc.
