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The most significant development in recent years in international economy is
the rise of Asia, particular of the greater China region, But differently to the
Western way of capitalism with similar core institutional settings, the Asian
emerging markets followed very different institutional pathways,
notwithstanding the myth of common economic confucian values, This course
provides an analyis of varieties of capitalism in East Asia between
divergence and convergence and asks whether those pathways might lead to
a stronger integrated Asia—-Pacific economic region in the future.
