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This course introduces the "economic globalization" - its mechanism and
development trends (including anti-globalization movement), and impacts on
states and markets. The course covers: 1) economic liberalization and its
modern economic development, the rise of emerging markets, the financial
tsunami changing market and the state's role and the development of global
economic imbalances, 20 Group analysis, multi—national enterprises and
current major issues, 2) globalization, regional integration and their
politico—economic problems, 3) international perspective and interdisciplinary
study.
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
