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This course will study 4 most important plays by Tennessee Williams who
examines human desires, searches for possible solutions to human sufferings,
longs for possible salvation of the soul, and his psychological exploration of
human desires and all the tragic consequences derived from them are the
original sources of his characters desperate struggle between the flesh and
the soul. This course will focus on the important issues mentioned above in
a comparative manner involving in both Eastern and Western cultures.
