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The purpose of this course is to introduce the cooperation of the Justice
and Home Affairs in the EU, Through analysing the legal framework,
development process, policy instruments and problems of the Enlargement
Policy of EU, the students will hopefully have a broad understanding of the

future development of the European Integration.
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
