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This course will explore the contending arguments of American founding
fathers for the Three Branches of Power in American Federal Government, It
will also discuss the impacts of their arguments upon the formation of the
American political system. Additionally, it will aim to enable the students to
understand the evaluations made by some key contemporary democrary
theorists on American democratic system.
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
