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This is a course exploring contemporary economic issues of Latin America so
that students can have a deeper understanding of the region on one hand,
and a grasp of important concepts of economics on the other. The
perspectives of concern include drugs, human migration, women's rights,
ethnicity, regional infrastructure, biotechnology and land reforms, with
further discussions on such globalization related issues as privatization,
regional integration and international aids,
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
