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There are two dimensions of consideration in Taiwan's strategic interest
center. One is ensuring preservation of its security another is promoting its
democracy and prosperity. In the past three years Taiwan has developed a
fairly consistent and coherent national strategy which includes four
concepts: soft power, military security, the status quo and mutual trust
although some disagree on the nature and content of it. This course will
help students to understand the strategic role of Taiwan, broadening
Taiwan's connections with the international space.
