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The course introduces concepts and principles of supply chain management,
Topics covered include demand management, production planning,
transportation, sourcing, supplier relationship management, inventory
management, logistic network planning, and coordination in the supply chain,
Furthermore, Real-world cases and academic articles are used to understand
each of these issues and interdependency and integration of them,
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the course for future studies.
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
