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This course mainly discusses the developments and integrations of ancient
Chinese nation. On the one hand, the discussions including political,
economic, social, cultural fields, foreign relations, etc.. On the other hand, the
discussing methods including connections, comparisons, analyses, and
explanations based on dynasty orders,
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political power changes of
each dynasty, political system,
financial policy, social
variation, cultural characters,
and development of foreign
relations, etc.
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
