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There are two ways to understand the concepts of contemporary
communication problem, Firstly, we discuss how the issues appear, exist,
worsen, and disappear from a historical view, Secondly, we cannot explain
the issues without the context of society of Taiwan and global situations,.
The most significant assignment in the class is to assist the students to
widen the perspective to observe, analyze, and interpret the contemporary
communication problems,
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
