Philosophical practice is not relaxing, but troublesome, Why someone who
doesn't want to be a great thinker has to learn philosophy? In doing
philosophy we discuss those issues which are very close to us so we often
take them for granted.

However these issues closely relate to the basic ways by which we treat
and organize information, Even if we are blind to them, they still deeply
affect our thinking., They are something constitute our worldviews,
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
