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The purpose of this course is to provide students with an introduction of
the relative issues in the study of political economy, which influenced the
global political economic transformation in 20 century. This course will focus
on the development of advanced democratic states, the economic policy of
transformed states, and the way of how to develop the last developed states.
This course will thus enhance the students’ understanding of the
contemporary political economic situations .
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
