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How should resources be allotted for a society? Should limited resources be
allocated via political authorities or market mechanisms? In fact, government
and business are highly intertwined. Business relies on government to
provide institutional context that ensures fair transactions, while, on the
other hand, government tends to be captured by business groups for their
economic power, By applying the perspective of political economy, this
course introduces the distinct roles of government from business and
discusses how the two entities are interacted with each other,
