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Students can understand
issues in multiculturalism and
can hold equal respect for

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Students can apprehend the
formation of globalization and
its cultural impacts on
nations around the world as
well as in Taiwan,
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Through reflection on societal
and future developments,
students can advance their
ability to insightfully observe
the society and to think
independently and critically,
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
