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The three works of young adult literature at the center of this course
present the other in everyday settings: as a mysterious stranger—sometimes
like a bird and sometimes like an angel—who suddenly appears in the life
of a boy and a girl (David Almond’s Skellig); as the Chinese—American
student who tries to participate in popular culture (Gene Luen Yang's
American Born Chinese); and the Native American boy who has to come to
terms with being an outsider both at his school and increasingly in the
reservation he grew up in (Sherman Alexie’s The Absolutely True Diary of a
Part-Time Indian).
