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The underlying philosophy of this course is to acquire communicative
competence by integrating speaking, listening, vocabulary, reading, and
writing, While students develop speaking and listening skills by reading,
vocabulary development, and oral interpretation exercises on both textbooks,
they soon move on to free tasks that lead towards fluency. That is, they
are invited to share opinions and information productively, since they have
background knowledge and experience with these contemporary, real-world
topics in Taiwan (e.g. festivals, typhoons, and cram schools).
