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This course introduces students to the writing process of pre-writing,
drafting, and revision. The focus will be on the basic rhetorical devices in
paragraphs: description, narration, enumeration, comparison/contrast, cause
and effect, and definition. Basic skills to be attained include topic sentence
writing, paragraph development, organizing ideas, basic summarizing and
