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With the rapid development of financial markets, the requirements of relative
law are becoming more complicated. Financial markets include not only
domestic transactions but also cross—border transactions, which mainly cover
banking, securities and insurance, Using the simple terms and cases studies
to explain the profound theory, this course is expected to analyze several
important areas of emerging financial law,
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
