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This course will introduce various individual and group testing tools in
different areas of cognition, behavior, emotion and personality, Furthermore,
the application of these tests will be comprehended throughout doing in
order to provide the basics of psychological assessment. Students will not
only comprehend the theoretical and statistical bases of each test, but also
learn how to administrate, interpret, and evaluate for a whole person
assessment,
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All students will take up to 6 sounding and reputable assessment tools, such
as #8 K.personality test, According to the results of the tests, students will
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
