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This course aims to introduce the theories and skills of various family
therapy theories to students, Students will not only be familiarized with the
theories of each approach, but also comprehend their practitioner’s skills in
intervening family issues. Various trainings, such as skill training,
presentation, and life observation, will be employed to advance students’
knowledge and skKills, Throughout the training, students will learn to employ
the strength perspective in conceptualizing and intervening family issues,
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
