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This course is to discuss issues on languages during Japanese Colonial period
in Taiwan, including language learning/teaching, literature, cultural
movements and so forth, Besides readings and discussions on the topics,
students are also expected to grasp the historical context of the time by
analyzing related first—hand materials. The reading materials include those on
linguistic issues in Japanese mainland at the time and Japanese—ruled Taiwan
and Korea.
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
