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The course introduce Karl Marx's thought, method and world-view, as well
as Marxism after Marx, including the development from Leninism to Chinese
Marxism, the dialogue between Eastern and Western Marxism, the influence
of Marxism on contemporary political, economic, social and cultural theories,
as well as the Marxist challenges of globalization.
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
