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Taiwan's strategic interests center around ensuring preservation of its
security, on the one hand, and promoting its democracy and prosperity, on
the other. Taiwan has its own core national security interests and has
developed a fairly consistent and coherent National Strategy. Four core
concepts underpin Taiwan's current National Strategy: soft power, military
security, the status quo and mutual trust. This course will help students to
