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This course will start with the posthumanist or anti—humanist philosophies
by Foucault, Derrida and Deleuze to build up students’ solid knowledge in
the critique of the human as the necessary point of departure for the study
in the posthuman, Then, this course will bring students into the fields of
animal studies and techno-cultures through works by such major
posthumanist thinkers and researchers as Haraway, Stiegler, and Johnston to
formulate meaningful questions, perspectives and arguments beyond the
straitjacket of utopia and dystopia.
