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Design of this curriculum is to learn the basic aspects of theatre, The first
part of the curriculum will be focusing on the history of theatre, while the
second part will be focusing on various elements of a drama production
(acting, directing, stage design, sound design, props..). The students are also
expected to write a report after viewing a particular theatre work to
reinforce their theoretical understanding,
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
