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After enjoying the bubble economy in late 1980's, Japanese society had
suffered from unprecedented difficulties, Other than serious troubles in the
economy, people in the archipelago were continuously shocked by non
deja—vu events, causing unspeakable anxiety among the people. This course
focuses on Japanese society in 1990’s. Students on the course are required
to think and discuss the meaning of the period and how it has influenced
to today's Japanese society, through watching those films produced in 1990’s
or depicting the period.
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
