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This part of the course examines various Western literary traditions and
genres from Classical literature to Renaissance, We will consider the
specifically literary aspects related to or raised by these works (ie., literary
language, rules, devices, and narrative structures). We will also pay close
attention to the how and if these texts interact with the real world, how
and whether they reflect “real” dilemmas and concerns, and how they help
establish the religious, intellectual, cultural foundations of the Western

civilizations,
