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This is a survey course of the cultural background of Western literatures
and arts, The students will be informed about the historical and cultural
background of Western humanities through the ages, and then be guided to
read selected representative works of visual arts (architecture, sculpture,
painting) and literature in each period. This semester will focus on how
Western civilization was transformed from a coordinate culture to a
dominating one, in the literary examples of Greek mythology, epic, tragedy,
and correspondent art works,
