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The course will focus on reading, understanding and appreciating English
poetry from the renaissance period to 1800, First we will look at the
historical, cultural and literary background and traditions of English poetry,
and then we will mainly focus on some outstanding renaissance poets and
metaphysical poets, but we will also select some other important poets such
as John Milton and Thomas Gray later on. One of our major tasks in this
course is to work on different poetic forms or techniques,.
