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This course approaches drama in part from the perspective of a playwright
or director, as if we were writing and producing the plays we read and
assessing the structure, social context, and how it might be performed in
Taiwan today. While this is primarily a literature class focused on reading
texts, as you read it is important to imagine how the plays might be
produced and acted, the best lighting and music for a scene, the best
choreography and bodily movements, and so on,
