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The content and design of this course serve two purposes: (1) to impart a
familiarity with the history of western literary criticism; (2) to cultivate the
virtus of an active performance of critical theories, especially in terms of
Benjamin's notions of history, literary tendency, and the idea of newness, so

the student will be obliged to apply these strategies to literary texts.
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
