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Students will hopefully be expected to come to terms with the premise that
affects do not arise within a

particular person, but also come from without, the social (reads: affects are
learned; we learn to grow and grow to learn how to react to the outside
world and ourselves. And writing and reading are certainly two of the most
common practices we do everyday as educated persons.
