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This course is for one semester, The goal for this class is to expect all
students in this class can understand the recent development and the
regulations of Taiwan taxation, We will introduce some tax laws and tax
planning concept that used to be applied in Taiwan income tax,property tax,
estate tax, donation tax and trust. We believe that all students will
understand how to apply tax laws in their real life after they have studied
this course.
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
