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The intersection of politics and economics raises questions and sparks
conflicts about the fundamental issues of politics: freedom, security, order,
sovereignty, fairness and democracy. We will compare and contrast political
and market solutions to collective problems; the politics of economic crises;
and corporation and labor in the political economy.
