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The practicum concerns the classroom applications of theoretical and
methodological approaches to EFL through student teaching and reflections
of the field experience. There are two components to the course: 1) Field
component: Participants are required to spend a minimum number of hours
working with English learners and observing teachers in classroom settings.
2) In—class component: Weekly meetings will involve participants in
topic-focused discussions, student presentations, videos and seminar-—style
discussions of readings.
