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Because the rise of China is the most important phenomenon in international
politics in the past two decades, the “English News Analysis~ will focus on
topics involving international security in East Asia. The reading materials for
this course are research reports by various think tanks. Students are
expected to finish their reading assignments before coming to class. The
course does not require mid-term exam, final exam, or term paper. But a
number of open—book quizzes in the class will be applied. Students are
evaluated on the basis of quiz performances and class participation,
