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In this course, we train the students with their skill in collecting datas
about Latin American cultures, social movements in Latin America and the
Inter—relations between culture and social movements in the subcontinent.
First, the characteristics of the Latin American culture will be introduced to
the students and then, we will analyze the basic concepts and the theories
about social movements, and finally some local examples will be discussed in
order to know the relations between them,
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
