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Chinese intellectual history courses, aimed at concepts elucidated, read the
great books, lead the students into the historical heritage, with a view to
comprehensive and profound reading classics, understanding traditions; and
through dialogue with the classics, to

philosophers draw on intelligent way, to respond to the problems of the
times.
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
