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The objective of this course is to improve students’ overall English ability
through reading and discussing articles selected from a variety of topics.
Students will practice reading strategies (logical and analytical abilities, such
as guessing intelligently, scanning and skimming, identify text organization,
use background knowledge), be able to understand (listening) and discuss
(speaking) textbook-related topics, and be able to write article summaries
and reflections.
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Students are obliged to attend and participate in this class regularly.
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
