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This course examines women's role from interdisciplinary and cross—cultural
perspectives with a goal of evaluating theoretical explanations for the
differential access to power among men and women, It also examines the
intersections of gender, race, class and sexuality through topics such as
work, family, the global economy, bodies, LGBT issues and the media.
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This class will rely heavily on student engagement with course material and
3‘7@: participation in class discussion, Therefore, student preparation and
i %‘,i participation will contribute a great deal to the success of this class. Class
participation will be assessed through attendance, preparation for class,
group participation and postings on the class internet message board,
Attendance in class is mandatory and will be noted daily, Every three
absences will reduce the class participation grade by one full letter grade.
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
