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The constitution provides the fundamental law under which the national
government operates, It protects people from government abuse, specifies
obligations that citizens must fulfill and indicates how government is
organized, This course contains six sections: introduction to the constitution,
fundamental rights, legal obligations, organization of the government, local
self-government and basic policy of the country. Fall semester will cover
key concepts of the constitution and fundamental rights conferred by the
constitution. Spring semester will then introduce the rest of the topics.
