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Music is the World's common language, except through the “listening” to
understand the music, also should have relevant knowledge of basic music
theory, Music as the central axis, horizontal to explore the historical
development and evolution of style, vertical understanding of the nature and
structure of music, musical instruments, types of music form, musician
biographies, etc. Finally, among the great many classical works, students will
have a deeper experience of music aesthetics and cognition,
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
