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This course introduces students to the various aspects of the economics of
education. It applies the tools of economic analysis to important educational
policy issues, Topics include human capital theory and the returns to
education, how schools are funded, trends in college and university
pricing,;market failure and the government provision of student loans, and
individual and social choice in education,
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
