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This course aims to focus on postcolonial discourses and criticism and to
discuss issues of racial/cultural otherness, agency, resistance, hybridity, the
politics of home and diaspora, and globalization, with which postcolonial
critics have engaged themselves, We will discuss the works by Said, Homi
Bhabha, G. C, Spivak, Fanon and Ray Chow with emphasis on how it is
possible for the subaltern subjects to assume agency, how postcolonial
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discourses critique European logocentrism, and how hybridity destabilizes the
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postcolonial studies.
