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The policy formation which loads Constitution with a new meaning in a
deadlock phenomenon which is said to the end of a modern state is
inescapable, In order to establish security of human rights, the modern state
built considering the small government as the theme has invited the big
government with the request of a welfare state, The state is stuck. We
would like to connect to the most general possible Constitution policy and

to consider, being based on the subject which the Constitution of Japan
holds.
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
